Desplte this distressing perlod which has challenged our access to nature
Itself, a total of 45,876 people declded to commit themselves by Joining an Ocean Initlative.

The assoclatlon counted 1522 waste clean-ups last year, a figure that once again demonstrates the
commitment of our community in spite of the difficulties.

For its 27th edition this year, Surfrider Europe intends to remind the public of the essential role of on-
the-ground action to combat aguatic pollution. Indeed, despite today's health crisis, it is still possible
to organise an Ocean Initiative while respecting health safety measures, and it is more necessary
than ever. By asking each citizen to recall the reason that has pushed them to take action, the
association hopes to encourage the greatest number of people possible to go out and be part of the
csolution during the weekend of 20 March and throughout the coming year by organizing or
participating in an Ocean Initiative,
